· Deadline for submission of proposals is May 17, 2013. 
· All information in the proposal must be complete and a copy should be saved for personal records. 

· Each proposal is evaluated by the Conference Program Committee using the following selection criteria (in no particular order): 
· Innovation for the field;
· Creativity in interaction with participants/audience appeal;
· Clarity of organization and presentation;
· Feasibility of presentation;
· Degree to which a special need or strand area is addressed, and overall balance of topics among strands;
· Addressing some aspect of one of the following will be given special consideration: Responsiveness to Instruction (RtI); Positive Behavior Intervention and Support (PBIS); transition from school to work or higher education; SPP/APR State Performance Indicators; co-teaching; collaboration across professions and/or agencies;
· Presenter qualifications; 
· Appropriate to the Conference audience;
· Furthers the mission of the Exceptional Children Division (i.e., to assure that students with disabilities develop mentally, physically, emotionally, and vocationally through the provision of an appropriate individualized education in the least restrictive environment); and
· Is NOT a sales, marketing or promotional pitch.
· Applicants will be notified of selection by June 3, 2013 and must confirm acceptance of the selection by June 10, 2013. 
· Final presentation materials must be submitted to NCDPI by October 1, 2013. All presenters must submit their materials electronically in order to present at the 63rd Conference on Exceptional Children. NO EXCEPTIONS.
· The following expenses will be covered for those who present at the 63rd Conference on Exceptional Children:
· Lead Presenter
· Prepaid Conference registration (General Conference only, additional institutes not included)
· Private car mileage reimbursed (according to state rates); air travel reimbursed up to $500
· Hotel (up to two nights; prepaid or reimbursed for Conference hotel, reimbursed for off-site hotel at state rates)
· Meals reimbursed (those not provided by Conference, according to state rates)
· Substitute Teacher reimbursed (up to two days, when applicable)
