[bookmark: _GoBack]Shared Reading- “The interaction that occurs when a child and adult look at or read a book together.” – Ezell & Justice, 2005 
Shared reading is focused on interaction.
The goal is for the student to lead the interactions during shared reading. 
Shared reading starts with teachers guiding students, encouraging their engagement and interaction, and supporting communication. (Karen Erickson)

Guided Reading Guided reading gives teachers the opportunity to observe students as they read from texts at their instructional reading levels. This strategy guide describes ideas that support guided reading, including practical suggestions for implementing it in the classroom; introduces guided reading; and includes a reading list for further investigation.
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Guidance and Support- prompting or supporting the student as needed for success. This should be based on the student’s unique needs and used only as needed. The goal for students is to be as independent as possible. 

Explicit-  what is stated in the text. Ex: The cat ran up the tree. Where did the cat run? Up the tree. Students can find the answer within the text.

Implicit-  not expressly stated.  Ex: If I come in from outside and and tell you to bundle up before going outside, then I am implying that it is cold out. 

Inferred-  draw conclusions based on evidence. Ex: If I come in from outside wearing a coat, hat, and gloves, you would infer that it is cold outside. 

Determine- conclude or decide based on evidence and/or observation 

Engage with Text- pay attention to, participate in activities with text, make connections 

Emerging- developing, come into view, Ex: At student with emerging skills in writing may hold the pencil and make marks on paper. 

Digital Tools –tools available to students to for communication such as avatars, blogs, social media, dropbox, maps, online quizzes, podcasts, screen shots, virtual meetings, etc.



Academic Vocabulary-  Words used throughout instruction. Three tiers. Tier one- very common words, used often, Tier 2- more “rich” vocabulary. These words are found often in text and used in writing and reading. Words such as saunter instead of walk. Tier 3 are your domain specific vocabulary. 

Domain Specific Vocabulary: not high frequency words. Used only in certain context/content. Ex: peninsula, Tsunami etc.

Quotes to support Inferences- Which words in the text are about frogs?

(e.g., Who is saying, I’ll huff and I’ll puff and I’ll blow your house down)?

e.g. (The teachers could do the writing). Then the big bad wolf went to the house that the pig made of steel and said, “I’ll huff and I’ll puff.”)

The text reads, the boy jumped out of bed and ran to school. Explicit = boy jumping and running. Inferred = got dressed, ate breakfast.

Provide choices that go with the structure. Know what goes there and what doesn't.

The Tortoise and the Hare story and the reasons why the tortoise was the victor.

(The author writes the text and the illustrator draws the pictures)

e.g., an advertisement is selling something; a newspaper headline is telling about something important; the announcement is telling about school events, what is the best format to present the information?
No soccer practice today would be best as audio announcement. 
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
